Activity: SENTENCE COMPLETION/TRANSLATION

Teacher will show pictures and student will provide the m-form possessive
pronoun to say, “vm - my”. Repeat several times until students are at ease.
Students will repeat Model | Sentences and give its translation. Students will
complete and translate sentences using the possessive pronoun “vm - my.
